2. Research, in Spanish, some information that corresponds to the topic. You may find an article on
one of the internet sites listed below or from a traditional printed source such as a newspaper or
magazine.

3. Reflect and then compare the video source with your written source.

4. Make a 100-120 second recording in Spanish telling about what you saw and read. Integrate
information from both sources in your recording. You're more than welcome to record a video but
this really just needs to be a voice recording. The recording should be sent to me in email. Just
attach the link or the file upload.
